
AUGUST 2022 ASTROLOGICAL OUTLOOK 

GREETINGS: 

Congratulations, we made it through July.  August begins with the most 
consequential energy pattern of 2022.   

The winds of change are moving in a direction and intensity not seen since 1929-
1939.  In some ways, this change pattern last appeared during the period Alexander 
the Great was taking over the world.  Today Mars and Uranus unite to dive into the 
North Node of the Moon in Taurus, activating the South Node of the Moon in 
Scorpio.  This unusual occurrence is also connected to Saturn as the final link in a 
Grand Cross in fixed signs Taurus, Leo, Scorpio and Aquarius.  Since fixed signs resist 
change and prefer planned slow growth, it will feel like disruption for those who 
don’t adapt to change easily.   It is interesting to note that the degree of this pattern 
is the same degree as the Total Lunar Eclipse on election day 11/8/22.  It is past 
time to recognize and release old patterns held in our bodies as we receive this 
wakeup call for a new and more authentic identity.

MAJOR SHIFTS IN AUGUST: 

MERCURY IS DANCING THROUGH 3 SIGNS IN AUGUST: 

Trickster Mercury, the ruler of two signs (Gemini and Virgo) is moving quickly in 
August, prior to his retrograde period in September (9/9-10/2).  Mercury begins 
the month in creative, joyful Leo after a somber visit with Saturn on 7/30, bringing 
temporary fearful and/or depressive thoughts if we believe our goals are 
unattainable.

The Full Moon in Aquarius binds together the Sun in Leo with the Moon, including 
Saturn (in Aquarius), Uranus (in Taurus) in a Grand Square.  Fortunately, Jupiter, 
the great opportunist is bringing courage to our current assignments in growth.  It 
is time to balance head and heart as our hopes and dreams are changing.  This is a 
fixed sign tension month which always reminds me of a crock pot which is never 
hot enough to complete the cooking as the ingredients are shifting constantly.  For 
those with planets in fixed signs Taurus, Leo, Scorpio and Aquarius, please pay 
attention and take care of your health—mentally and physically.

VENUS IS A CATALYST FOR CHANGE AND GROWTH IN AUGUST:
